DEPLOYMENT REMINDER:
Well winter has finally reared it fury at us which can be very brutal to both the animals and to us as responders.
As you all can truly understand time and temperature will work against us in the winter months.

In the summer months we concern our self with such things as heat exhaustion, heat strokes, dehydration, and exposure to direct sunlight. 
In winter we must turn our attentions to such things as blowing and drifting snow,  visibility, freezing rain, temperature, wind chill factors, frostbite, and many other things we normally would not consider during responses.
CART TEAM MEMBERS: I am asking you to take a few moments of your time now to prepare for a severe winter response. Emergencies and disasters know no time or season. Emergencies occur 24 hours a day all over this country and many dedicated individuals respond in the worst of conditions. Most of these individuals that work in emergency services prepare accordingly with use of specific equipment and protective clothing. As CART MEMBERS we must prepare to work in this same environment. If you could take a few moments of your time now it could result in a significant savings in time of our initial response and in our ability to set up and operate quickly once we arrive on scene.
If the conditions are severe and it is not safe for you to leave your home do not leave your home we understand. If it is safe and possible that other team members can respond safely they will do their best to handle the response if it is possible. TEAM MEMBER SAFETY is FIRST PRIORITY.

Weather Conditions vary from area to area do not make another situation for yourself or worse yet someone else.
